This summer had a rush of busi-
ness with folks purchasing homes
and other people are doing
streamline loans to take ad-
vantage of the historical low inter-
est rates.

The appraisal has
to be sent out to an independent
review company and that can take
a couple days so after the results
come back and the underwriter
finally has your completed file
back itis now 3 to 3 and a V2
weeks into your transaction. Pro-
vided everything is right and no
other conditions are created by
the appraisal or preliminary re-
port or additional conditions for
bank statements tax returns or
any other documentation provid-
ed then we can move to the docu-
ment order stage.

We will put together the required
information from the title compa-
ny and the correct figures for your
loan charges and get those all to
the processor who has to compare
them to the original loan applica-
tion and GFE we did weeks ago.
As long as everything still matches
and we were able to keep the rate
we talked about originally then we
can order docs.. But if anything
has changes in the fees or rate
then we must re disclose your
loan and wait an additional 24
hours provided you can accept the
changes via a computer.

After issuing your loan docs and
getting them signed the next part
of the process is called funding.
This is where your loan documen-
tation is sent back to the lender
and they review what will be
your final package for sale on the
secondary market. If anything is
missing we will be told or if every-
thing is complete the funder will
provide the funding figures to the
escrow officer and send the wire
which funds the loan. The escrow
officer can then release your file to
record at the county clerk’s office.
